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ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY

When applying to Bishop's University, a proof of English language fluency is required if

you currently study at an institution where the language of instruction is neither
English nor French. The proof can take the form of:
e |ELTS test score of 6.5

e TOEFL test score of 90
e Aletter from your home institution attesting to your equivalency in proficiency in

written and spoken English

LANGUAGE SUPPORT

e |fyou meet the proficiency requirements but still wish to improve your English, our
English Language Studies program offers English as a Second Language (ESL)

classes that you could take as electives in any program.
e You will also have access to the Writing Centre where you can receive assistance in

perfecting your writing style and proofreading your written assignments.

FRENCH COURSES

Bishop's University is an English-speaking institution, and all services on
campus are offered in English. However, you can take French language
courses and use your French on campus if you so desire since most faculty
and staff are bilingual. You will also meet students from across Canada and
around the world with whom you can practice.

In order to study at Bishop's University as an exchange student, you must apply for immigration
documents. You may be required to apply for a Quebec Acceptance Certificate (CAQ), a Study Permit
or a Temporary Resident Visa (TRV) / Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA).

The Quebec Government regulations require all
international and exchange students to purchase the
mandatory Cowan Insurance Plan to study at Bishop's
University.

If you are a citizen and a resident of Belgium,
Denmark, Finland, France, Greece, Luxembourg,
Norway, Portugal, Romania Serbia or Sweden, you may
qualify for the Quebec Health Insurance Plan - Régie
de l'assurance maladie du Québec (RAMQ).
