Universidad Diego Portales (UDP) is one of the
oldest Private (non-profit) universities in Chile.
Currently, UDP has a staff of over 1,600 academics,
18,000 undergraduate and graduate students, and an
infrastructure of more than 130,000 sq. meters that
houses its ten faculties and the central library.

By 2026, UDP aims at being widely recognized and
valued as a complex university of high quality and
reputation; diverse in the composition of its student
community; inserted in national and international
academic cooperation networks and as a university
that represents a consolidated and pluralistic
academic community. Focus on public orientation
and critical independence is of high importance

for UDP. In addition to the later, the consolidation
of UDP’s academic and intellectual project is of
outmost importance. This integrates and articulates,
synergistically, undergraduate and posgraduate
training processes with research, community outreach,
internationalization and innovation and creation.

It is located in two areas of the capital city of Santiago.
In the historic center of the city are located 9 of its 10
faculties, and other common spaces such as Nicanor
Parra Library and the sports center. The Faculty of
Administration and Economics is located in the area
known as Ciudad Empresarial, in a 7 acres campus,
insert in one of the most important business sectors

in the country and located half an hour away from
downtown Santiago.

Del mismo modo, los indicadores tradicionales de investigacion
(articulos indexados en revistas WOS, adjudicacion de fondos
externos, etc.) ubican a la UDP como una de las universidades
chilenas con mas produccion académica.




UDP promotes the development of scientific research within its faculty members,
bringing guidance and support for submitting projects to the various sources of funding
available, public and private.

At the moment, UDP is developing a large number of research activities with
external -public and private- funding, such as the National Fund for Scientific
and Technological Development, the National Fund for the Development of Art
and Culture, the Bicentennial Program of the National Council for Science and
Technology, the Ministry of Education, and the European Commission.

Traditional research indicators (articles indexed in WOS journals, external funding
awarded, etc.) place UDP among the most productive Chilean universities in research.

UDP has an extensive cooperation network with
prestigious universities. Through the years, UDP has
consistently worked on forming alliances that have
made possible to increase the number of international
student and academic mobility students, establish double
degree agreements and develop joint collaborations and
research projects with leading foreign universities. The
cooperation and collaboration links with universities
such as Leiden University, Cambridge University,
Northwestern University, Massachusetts Institute of
Technology (MIT) and the University of Sao Paulo are
proof of progress in this area. Our students carry out
international mobility in foreign universities, choosing
from more than 150 institutions, including the National
Autonomous University of Mexico, the University of
Buenos Aires in Argentina and the University of Sao
Paulo in Brazil, ranked among the best in Latin America,
as well as the Autonomous University of Madrid, Freie
Universitat Berlin, Maastricht University and Science
Po in Europe. On the other hand, law students can
participate of the Yale-Linkage Program, the internships
at American Court of Human Rights or the Office of
the Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Expression of
the OAS, in Washington, D.C. We also have agreements

with Harvard University for research on Human Rights.

Every year UDP receives more than 200 exchange
students from various universities around the world,
which allows our students to get closer to other cultures,
knowledge and acquire experiences that allow them to
prepare themselves on a personal and professional level

to contribute to a global society.

AC UDP is located in our Nicanor Parra Library and
is part of a worldwide network of American Spaces,
a public diplomacy program of the United States
government.

bilateral interest, such as courses, shows, talks
about cultural relations, and dissimination about
scholarships and opportunities to study in the U.S.
They also offer music presentations, film showings,
and conferences with U.S. experts in cooperation
with universities, governments, public libraries, high

Its five main work lines are: sharing information
about the United States; support English Language
Learning; offer counseling on education in the

U.S,; cultural programs; and hosting activities with
scholars from the U.S. State Department, such as
International Visitors Leadership Program (IVLP),
Fulbright, Study of the U.S Institutes (SUSI), Youth
Ambassadors, Institute of the Americas, National
Youth Science Camp (NYSC), UGRAD, among

others.

STUDY IN ENGLISH AT UDP

UDP is highly committed to offering an international offer that has topics and teachers that can provide

profound knowledge of local and global relevant issues to provide the best academic experience at our

University. The following list of courses is offered through the year'.

"Not all subjects are available every semester, please confirm with the office of international relations. Teachers may change but generally

have the same level of academic and work experience.

6 CREDIT COURSES:

» Python for Engineers

This course is an introduction to scientific programming

in PYTHON with applications in key areas of civil
engineering including Data Science and Artificial
Intelligence. The course introduces this modern
programming language that is widely used in engineering,
machining learning, scientific data analysis and also web
programming, among others. The student will learn to
implement mathematical techniques to solve numerical
differential equations, as well as to analyze graphically and
numerically the resulting data. Each student will work on a
project that serves to complement the theoretical study,
students will perform computational tasks that include
both the use of terminal and of Jupyter notebook, in
order to perform an analysis, modelling and resolution of
problems of certain complexity related to modelling in the
areas of Civil Engineering. These project are chosen freely
by the students according to their interest in the area of
industrial engineering regarding Data Science, machine
learning and Artificial Intelligence.

5 CREDIT COURSES:

» Exploring the Solar System and Beyond

This course will serve as a general introduction to Astronomy,
including our cosmic address, a brief history of the universe, and
basic astronomical tools and methods. You will explore our solar
system, which is full of wonders: from the moon nearby to distant
icy comets that lie at the edge of the solar system. You'll distinguish
the planets by their properties, sizes, and unique characteristics.
You'll learn about the ways in which we’ve explored the solar
system in the past and the advancements being made for future
explorations. This course is intended for students of all levels and
disciplines and the studying materials will be presented rigorously
but they don’t require previous

knowledge of physics or advanced mathematics for the students.

» Doing Business in Latin America

Students will learn about the characteristics of the biggest
multilatinas, how they have built their domestic and international
competitive advantage, and they will identify which are the
challenges and innovations to achieve the sustainability of their
superior economic performance.

» Environment and Sustainable Development

This course is designed to provide students with the tools to
understand and analyze the concept of Sustainable Development
(SD) and the environmental, social and economic effects it has in
governments’ agendas. The role of International Organizations and
how different countries engage on this subject.



The course’s main objective is to read and analyze seminal works by
authors from indigenous communities in Chile and the Americas to
reflect on the colonization process and the imposition of the values
of Modernity on the indigenous populations and territories that we
inhabit today in the Hemisphere. We aim to recognize and value the
worldviews of a range of Indigenous Communities with the intention
of enriching and expanding our own perspectives about the world.

This course will help you defining reality requires the
acknowledgement of the most inherent dimensions. We sense the
passage of time by observing the movement of the sun up in the sky,
providing us the notion of day and night. We will focus on analyzing
the basic three “units” that describe what we have been observing
throughout the history of humanity: mass, distance, and time.

In this course we will investigate contemporary feminist thoughts
from a variety of disciplinary perspectives and theoretical
orientations. We will also think through the ways in which sex/
gender, sexual desire and the body intersect with race, class, and
the nation by looking at the US as well as selected countries in Latin
America.

Students will analyze critically international migratory waves to the
Unites States and the influences of international immigrants on the
United States society, considering the political, economic, and moral

debate, as well as policies about international migration.

This course focusses on examining three important current topics in the field
of international courts: the relation of international courts to national courts;
the international judiciary, and the normative legitimacy of international
courts. The course is inter-disciplinary, combining readings in political

science with study cases and law texts.

Human mobility has become a global phenomenon, as massive flows of
migrants, asylum-seekers and refugees take place in all regions of the world.
Chile is also part of this situation, with immigration becoming larger and
more diverse over the last decade. This course will review the most relevant
of them at the international and Chilean level, as well as the response from

the international community.

The course provides an overview of the content, principles and evolution

of international criminal law and the different judicial, international and
domestic instances that apply it. To this end, the protection and international
criminal institutions, the various international instruments and the relevant

Jurisprudence will be critically analyzed.
