Not all courses have At ITESO a course can be worth 4, 6, or 8

credits. The number of credits equals the calculated hours per

week of academic work (8 credits = 8 hrs./week). All courses

extend from the beginning to the end of the semester.

Depending on the course, the type of exams or points of

evaluation may differ. Written exams, oral exams, essays,

and group projects are common ways for a teacher to

evaluate the students.

student, a suggestion is made on whether or not he/she should take part of courses taught in Spanish.
