Double Degree:
1. Application:

In addition to the previous list of documents, the following application elements are

also required:
> Baccalaureate Diploma (High School Diploma)

> Baccalaureate Official Transcript

> Certificate of completion of the year preceding the degree the student is seeking,
during their exchange program.
(Example : Certificate of completion for the second year of the bachelor's program, if
the student is pursuing a double degree during their third and final year of the program).

2. Upon Arrival :

An equivalence process for the Baccalaureate Diploma is mandatory through the
Ministry of Higher Education in Morocco. We assist double-degree students with this
process and provide the necessary information. Therefore, students must have the
original and physical versions of these documents upon their arrival.

3. English Requirement:

An English proficiency certificate is required, as per the Double Degree agreement,
even if the language of instruction is not English.
