Lomonosov Moscow State University Business School 

(MSUBS), established in 1989, is one of the oldest business 

schools in Russia. It offers a full range of educational 

programs: Bachelor of Management, Master of Science in 

International Business and Strategy, MBA, and Executive 

MBA. All these educational programs are designed to meet 

the sophisticated needs of both Russian and foreign 

students. MSUBS enrolls about 500 students annually, of 

which approximately 40 are foreign students – on either an 

exchange or full time basis. 

MSUBS’s vision is to be an acknowledged leader in the field 

of business training, providing international education in 

Russia and responding to the challenges of the modern 

business environment.

Partner institution’s coordinators notify MSUBS 

International Office of a student’s intent to apply

When the Letter of Invitation is ready, the MSUBS 

International Office notifies the student and their 

home institution. Please note that it takes about 30 

working days to issue the Letter of Invitation.

VISA REQUIREMENTS 
The MSUBS International Office will assist exchange 

students in obtaining a student visa from the Russian 

authorities. Students cannot enroll on a tourist visa. 

 

The first visa obtained is a 2-3 month single entry 

visa. Upon its expiry, it will be prolonged till the end 

of your study time at MSUBS and will become a 

multiple entry one. Please notify that the validity of 

your passport should be no less than 1,5 years from 

the start of the first semester.
