Seminars are modules with a limited 
number of participants and special 
entry requirements. Students should 
always check the course catalogue 
and the website of the professor for 
more information. Students should 
book modules according to their le-
vel of studies. Students may choose 
to enroll in two courses offered by ot-
her faculties or ETH.

ECTS Credits
1 ECTS credit is equivalent to a work-
load of 30 hours (including attendan-
ce in courses, self-study, preparing 
for and taking examinations). Full-
time studies correspond to 30 ECTS 
credits per semester.

Language Requirements 
Students should be able to prove pro-
ficiency – at least level B2 of the Com-
mon European Framework (CEFR) – 
in either German or English, de

pending on the language of instruc-
tion in their classes. It is primarily the 
partner universities’ responsibility to 
nominate students with appropriate 
language skills.

Language Courses
Students can participate in an inten-
sive German course that takes place 
two weeks before the beginning of 
the semester. Other courses are offe-
red during the semester. The appli-
cation deadlines are binding and the 
number of participants is limited.
