College of Business and Law

Students nominated to the College of Business and Law will need to select
one of three designated pathways. These are the only modules which will be
open to exchange students in the 2025/2026 academic year.

Please note that if you are nominating a student for College of Business and
Law, teaching occurs on the Coventry campus only.

College of Engineering, Environment and Science

Students will be able to choose one course from the list of courses within the
College of Engineering, Environment and Science when completing their
application. Students will then follow our pre-existing route for the course
and will study the 3 modules that are running in that semester. For example
if students choose the Mechanical Engineering course they will be allocated
onto the modules within that course. We cannot accommodate module
changes from the course allocated modules.

Can students combine courses from
different Colleges?

Students cannot mix courses from different colleges. For example, the BA
Business course and the BA History course belong to two different colleges
and therefore cannot be combined.

Can students combine courses at
Undergraduate / Bachelors and
Postgraduate / Masters level?

No, unfortunately the two cannot be combined.

What are the course requirements?

English Requirements
B2 Level of English is required.

For one semester students, this can be confirmed by a letter from the
student’s home university.

The letter needs to state that the student has achieved B2 or higher in all
four components (Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking).

What are the visa requirements?

Students will need to adhere to the relevant immigration requirements for a
UK visa which may differ from our minimum requirement. For further
guidance please click here.

Visa options:

1. Standard Visitor Visa allows students to come to the UK for a short
period of time (up to 6 months), such as to participate in an
exchange programme. Some nationalities will need to apply in
advance for a Standard Visitor Visa. You cannot extend a visitor
visa nor switch into a different visa category in the UK while on
a Standard Visitor visa.

Please be aware that you cannot extend your study period (from one
semester to full academic year) after your application is completed.

For Incoming Students: You will need to complete a ‘Right to Study’ check
on arrival in the UK, before you can enrol on your course. This will be
carried out by the ISC team who will contact you prior to enrolment to guide
you through this process.

Private Accommodation and Cost of Living in London

It can cost between £2100 - £2250 (Central London) or £1700 - £2000 (Outer Boroughs) per month to rent private
accommodation in London (You may need to budget more depending on the area).

Student Accommodation and Cost of Living in London
A range of options depending on students budget and the length of stay:

Budget-friendly: Approximately £1,200—£1,300 per month, including basic facilities and bills.
Mid-range: typically £1,300—£1,500 per month, often including facilities such as a gym, with all bills covered.
Premium/Studio: over £1,500 per month, with additional facilities and more privacy.

Most student accommodations include all bills within the rent. Depending on your lifestyle, you may want to budget
more for food and groceries, travel around the city and other expenses.
