IENTRY REQUIREMENTS I

Grade requirements Students will need a minimum GPA of 3.0 or a B average (or equivalent,
i.e., Credit for Australian partners). Please contact us if you have
exceptions you want to discuss.

Language requirements All teaching isin English.

If the student is not a national of a country that is deemed to be a
majority-English speaking country by the UK Visas and Immigration
Service, then evidence of English language proficiency will be required.
The type of evidence required depends on the student's nationality and
the type of visa needed.

To give students access
to the system, please send a nomination email to exchangelums@lancaster.ac.uk including the following
information:

Whether they are applying as an Exchange, Study Abroad, or Erasmus+ student

Terms they are applying for

Student’s Major area(s) of study and if they are an undergraduate or postgraduate student

As part of the application, the student will need to complete a provisional list of modules they would like to take
(Study Plan). This should also include at least two reserve choices in case any of their first-choice modules are no
longer running or are full. An up-to-date list of modules can be found at: lancaster.ac.uk/studyabroad-modules.

As part of the application the student must upload a copy of their most recent transcript. We will also need to
receive a copy of their current passport before we can issue any visa documentation. This can be sent separately
if the student does not have one yet. Once the application had been submitted, students will be able to download
a PDF of the application for their records.
