Admission Requirements

English Language Requirements

All single-semester exchange students (from partner universities) must submit an English
Language Proficiency Letter. Each student must provide one letter, completed and signed by
their home institution's representatives to confirm that the student has a minimum English
Language proficiency equivalent to B2 in all four areas.

All other students (full-year exchange students and fee-paying single semester or full-year
students) must meet our entry requirements and submit their IELTS/TOEFL or Duolingo
certificate dated within 2 years of the start of the term they are applying for.
