Application Process
Step 1: Exchange students are nominated by their institution via an online form sent out to partners.
Step 2: Nominated students are emailed the application link and instructions.

Required Application Documents:
« Academic Transcript (officially translated in English)
« Passport ID Page
» Proof of English language proficiency (as appropriate)
* Personal Statement

GPA Requirement: 3.0 or equivalent at home institution
Language Requirement: 79 TOEFL iBT, 110 Duolingo, or 6.5 llets

Post admission, students are required to complete their health history form, course registration, and obtain a DS2019 to apply for a J-1 visa.

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Registration Information

Before orientation, the inbound exchange coordinator registers students in their requested classes and works with
departments and colleges across campus to facilitate registration.

After students attend orientation, they may register for classes and change their schedule.
Students will need to submit at least 8 class courses per semester for registration purposes.

Students should only use the dynamic course search function to search for classes that are offered each
semester (https://usfonline.admin.usf.edu/pls/prod/bwckschd.p disp dyn sched)

The inbound exchange coordinator will facilitate the approval process for all classes.

During the students first semester there are two compliance related holds (listed below) that prevent registration. It
is important students work to resolve both holds quickly to ensure registration in their desired classes.
